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People of the Passion

Who were involved in the Pasion and Death
of Jesus the Lord? Largely from St. Mark’s
Gospel on this Palm Sunday, one can identi-
fy people both friendly and unfriendly to the
Son of God at the sad climax of our salva-
tion.

First mentioned by Mark are the chief Priests,
Scribes and Elders who were searching to
find grounds on which to arrest Jesus and
put Him to death. But they feared to cause a
riot among the people just two or three days
before Passover. Great crowds gathered be-
cause that Passover came on a Sabbath,
making it a doubly holy festival. Truly, it
could not be more holy, for Jesus would die
that day. Later in Mark’s ‘Passion’they did
arrest Him, treat Him hatefully, and turn him
over to the Roman authorities.

Thus, Mark introduced Pontius Pilate and his
soldiers. Often it is said Pilate wanted to free
Jesus, but under pressure from the chief
Priests and their followers, he did say, “I find
no case against Him for death” (See Lk
23:22). Yet he had Jesus scourged and
turned over to his solders to crown, mock,
and crucify. Pilate may remind us of times we
knew we were doing wrong but did it anyway.

Let us never be so self-assured as to think
we cannot fall into sin. Think of the conduct
of the chosen band of Jesus, how they fled at
His arrest. Think of the treachery of Judas
kissing his master as a sign for His capture.
Consider Peter’s fear, denying he even knew
Jesus.

Among us still are clusters of the good and
the bad. The sacrifice of Jesus was offered
for all. We try to stay among those who love
and respect what He did for us, but there are
others who shamefully disregard Him. They
are like the bypasses who saw Him hanging
from the cross and mocked Him. Evil dwells
among us.

On these Holy Says, Lord Jesus, keep us free
from sin, cleanse us if we have sinned, and
as David cried out to You,

“Turn your face away from my sins.
and erase all my iniquities.”
(Ps 51:11)

Gente de la Pasion

¢Quiénes estuvieron involucrados en la Pasion y
Muerte de Jesus el Seiior? En gran parte del
Evangelio de San Marcos en este Domingo de Ra-
mos, uno puede identificar a las personas tanto
amistosas como hostiles al Hijo de Dios en el tris-
te climax de nuestra salvacion.

Lo primero que menciona Marcos son los princi-
pales sacerdotes, escribas y ancianos que busca-
ban motivos para arrestar a Jesus y darle muerte.
Pero temian causar un motin entre la gente solo
dos o tres dias antes de la Pascua. Grandes multi-
tudes se reunieron porque la Pascua cayo en sa-
bado, lo que la convirtié en una fiesta doblemente
santa. Verdaderamente, no podia ser mas santa
porque Jesus moriria ese Dia de Preparaciéon. Mas
tarde, en la "Pasion” de Marcos, lo arrestaron, lo
trataron con odio y lo entregaron a las autorida-
des romanas.

Asi, Marcos presenté a Poncio Pilato y a sus sol-
dados. A menudo se dice que Pilato queria liberar
a Jesus, pero bajo la presion de los principales
sacerdotes y sus seguidores, dijo: "No encuentro
ningun caso contra él para la muerte” (ver Lc
23:22). Sin embargo, hizo azotar a Jesus y entre-
garlo a sus soldados para que lo coronaran, se
burlaran de él y lo crucificaran. Pilato puede re-
cordarnos cuando sabiamos que estabamos ha-
ciendo mal, pero lo hicimos de todos modos.

Y nunca estemos tan seguros de nosotros mis-
mos como para pensar que no podemos caer en
el pecado. Piensen en la conducta de los apésto-
les de Jesus, como huyeron en su arresto. Pien-
sen en la traicion de Judas besando a su Maestro
como una seial para Su captura. Considere el te-
mor de Pedro, negando que siquiera conocia a
Jesus.

Entre nosotros todavia hay grupos de gente bue-
na y mala. El sacrificio de Jesus fue ofrecido por
todos. Tratamos de permanecer entre aquellos
que lo aman y respetan lo que El hizo por noso-
tros, pero hay otros que ignoran a Jesus vergon-
zosamente. Son como los transeuntes que lo vie-
ron colgado de la cruz y se burlaron de EIl. El mal
habita entre nosotros.

En estos Dias Santos, Seior Jesus, guardanos
libres del pecado, limpianos si hemos pecado, y
como David clamé a Ti:

"Aparta tu rostro de mis pecados.
y borra todas mis iniquidades”.

MK I1:1-10

When Jesus and the disciples drew
near to Jerusalem and came to
Bethphage on the Mount of Olives,
He sent two of his disciples, said to
them, "Go into the village opposite
you, and immediately on entering
it, you will find a colt tethered on
which and a colt with her.

Untie them and bring them here to
me.

And the crowds replied, "This is
Jesus the prophet, from Nazareth
in Galilee."

Gospel Mark 14:1-15:47
The Passion of our Lord Jesus
Christ according to Mark

The Passover and the Feast of
Unleavened Bread, were to take
place in two days’ time. So the
chief priests and the scribes
were seeking a way to arrest
him by treachery and put him
to death.

They said,

“Not during the festival,
for fear that there may be a
riot among the People.”
When he was in Bethany re-
clining at table in the house of
Simon the leper, a woman
came with an alabaster jar of
perfumed oil, costly genuine
spikenard. She broke the ala-
baster jar and poured it on his
head. There were some who
were indignant.

“Why has there been this
waste of perfumed oil? It
could have been sold for
more than three hundred
days’ wages and the money
given to the poor.”

They were infuriated with her.
Jesus said,

“Let her alone. Why do you
make trouble for her? She has
done a good thing for me. The
poor you always have with
you, and whenever you wish
you can do good to them, but
you will not always have me.
She has done what she could.
She has anticipated anointing
my body for burial. Amen, I
say to you, wherever the gos-
pel is proclaimed to the whole
world, what she has done will
be told In memory of her.”
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Then Judas Iscariot, one of the
twelve, went off to the chief priests to
hand him over to them. When they
heard him they were pleased and
promised to pay him money. Then he
looked for an opportunity to hand
him over. On the first day of the
Feast of Unleavened Bread, when
they sacrificed the Passover lamb, his
disciples said to him,

“Where do you want us to go
and prepare for you to eat the
Passover?”

He sent two of his disciples and said
to them,

“Go into the city and a man will
meet you, carrying ajar of water.
Follow him. Wherever he enters, say
to the master of the house, “The
teacher says, “Where is my guest
room where I may eat the Passover
whit my disciples?”” Then he will
show you a large upper room fur-
nished and ready. Make the prepa-
ration for us there.”

The disciples then went off, entered
the city and found it just as he had
told them; and they prepared the
Passover.

When it was evening, he came wit
the twelve. And as they reclined at
table and were eating. Jesus said,
“Amen , I say to you, one of you will
betray me, one who is eating with
me.”

They began to be distressed and to
say to him, one by one,

“Surely it is not I?”

He said to them,

“Once of the twelve, the one who
dips with me into the dish. For the
Son of Man indeed goes, as it is
written of him, but woe to that man
by whom the Son of Man is be-
trayed. It would be better for that
man if he had never been born.”

While they were eating, he took
bread, said the blessing, broke it, and
gave it to them, and said,

“Take it; this is my body.”

Then he took the cup, gave thanks,
and gave to them, and they all drank
from it. He said to them,

This is my blood of the covenant.
Which will be shed for many. Amen,
Isay to you, I shall not drink again
the fruit of the wine until the day
when I drink it new in the kingdom
of God.”

Then, after singing a hymn, they went
out to the Mount of Olives.

Then Jesus said to them,

“All of you will have your faith shak-
en, for it is written:

1 will strike the Shepherd,
And the sheep will
Be dispersed.

But after I have been raised up, I shall
go before you to Galilee.”

Peter said to him,

“Even though all should have their
faith shaken, mine will not be.”

Then Jesus said to him,

“Amen, 1 say to you, this very night
before the cock crows twice you will
deny me three times.”

But he vehemently replied,

“even though I should have to die
with you, I will not deny you.”

And they all spoke similarly.

Then they came to a place named
Gethsemane, and he said to his disci-
ples, “Sit here while I pray.”

He Took with him Peter, James, and
John and began to be troubled and dis-
tressed. Then he said to them,

“My soul is sorrowful even to death.
Remain here and keep watch.”

He advanced a little and fell to the
ground and prayed that if it were pos-
sible the hour might pass by him; he
said,

“Abba Father, all things are possible
to you. Take this cup away from me,
but not what I will but what you will.”
When he returned he found them
asleep. He said to Peter,

“Simon, are you asleep? Could you
not keep watch for one hour? Watch
and pray that you may not undergo
the test. The spirit is willing but the
flesh is weak.”

Withdrawing again, he prayed, saying
the same thing. Then he returned once
more and found them asleep, for they
could not keep their eyes open and did
not know what to answer him. He re-
turned a third time and said to them,
Are you still sleeping and taking your
rest? It is enough. The hour has come.
Behold the Son of Man is to be handed
Over to sinners. Get up, let us go. See
my betrayer is at hand.”

Then, while he was still speaking, Ju-
das, one of the Twelve arrived, accom-
panied by a crowd with swords and
clubs who had come from the chief
priests, the scribes, and the elders. His
betrayed had arranged a signal with
them, saying,

“the man I shall kiss is the
one; arrest him and lead him
away securely.”

He came and immediately
went over to him and said,
“Rabbi.”

And he kissed him. At this
day laid hands on him and
arrested him. One of the by-
standers drew his sword,
struck the high priest’s serv-
ant, and cut off his ear. Jesus
said to them in reply,

“Have you come out as
against a robber, with
swords and clubs, to seize
me? Day after day I was
with you teaching in the tem-
ple area, yet you did not ar-
rest me; but that the Scrip-
tures may be fulfilled.”

And they all left him and fled.
Now a young man followed
him wearing nothing but a
linen cloth about his body.
They seized him, but he left
the cloth behind and ran of
naked.

They led Jesus away to the
high priest, and all the chief
priests and the elders and the
scribes came together. Peter
followed him at a distance
into the high priest’s court-
yard and was seated with the
guards, warming himself at
the fire.

The chief priests and the entire
Sanhedrin kept trying to obtain
testimony against Jesus in or-
der to put him to death, but
they found none.

Many gave false witness
against him, but their testimo-
ny did not agree. Some took
the stand and testified falsely
against him,

alleging,

“We heard him say, ‘I will
destroy this temple made
with hands and within
three days I will build an-
other not made with
hands.”

Even so their testimony did not
agree. The high priest rose be-
fore the assembly and ques-
tioned Jesus, saying, “Have
you no answer? What are these
men testifying against you?”
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But he was silent and answered
nothing. Again the high priest
asked him and said to him,
“Are you the Christ, the son of
the Blessed One?”

Then Jesus answered,

“I am;

and ‘you will see the Son of Man
seated at the right hand of the
Power and coming with the
clouds of heaven.’”

At that the high priest tore his
garments and said,

“What further need have we of
witnesses?

You have heard the blasphemy.
What do you think?”

They all condemned him as de-
serving to die.

Some began to spit on him. They
blindfolded him and struck him
and said to him,

“Prophesy!”

And the guards greeted him
with blows.

While Peter was below in the
courtyard, one of the high
priest’s maids came along.
Seeing Peter warming himself,
she looked intently at him and
said,

“You too were with the Naza-
rene, Jesus.”

But he denied it saying,

“I neither know nor understand
what you are talking about.”

So he went out into the outer
court. Then the cock crowed.
The maid saw him and began
again to say to the bystanders,
“This man is one of them.”
Once again he denied it. A little
later the bystanders said to Peter
once more,

“Surely you are one of
them; for you too are a Gali-
lean.”

He began to curse and to
swear,

“I do not know this man about
whom you are talking.”

And immediately a cock
crowed a second time. Then
Peter remembered the word
that Jesus had said to him,
“Before the cock crows twice
you will deny me three times.”
He broke down and wept.

As soon as morning came, the

chief priests with the elders and
the scribes, that is, the whole San-
hedrin held a council. They bound
Jesus, led him away, and handed
him over to Pilate. Pilate ques-
tioned him,

“Are you the king of the Jews?”

He said to him in reply,

“You say so0.”

The chief priests accused him of
many things. Again Pilate ques-
tioned him,

“Have you no answer? See how
many things they accuse you of.”
Jesus gave him no further answer,
so that Pilate was amazed.

Now on the occasion of the feast he
used to release to them one prisoner
whom they requested. A man called
Barabbas was then in prison along
with the rebels who had committed
murder in a rebellion. The crowd
came forward and began to ask him
to do for them as he was accus-
tomed. Pilate answered,

“Do you want me to release to you
the king of the Jews?”

For he knew that it was out of envy
that the chief priests had handed
him over. But the chief priests
stirred up the crowd to have him
release Barabbas for them instead.
Pilate again said to them in reply,
“Then what do you want me to do
with the man you call the king of the
Jews?”

They shouted again,

“Crucify him.”

Pilate said to them, “Why? What
evil has he done?”

They only shouted the louder,
“Crucify him.”

So Pilate, wishing to satisfy the
crowd, released Barabbas to them
and, after he had Jesus scourged,
handed him over to be crucified.

The soldiers led him away inside
the palace, that is, the praetorium,
and assembled the whole cohort.
They clothed him in purple and,
weaving a crown of thorns, placed
it on him.

They began to salute him with,
"Hail, King of the Jews!”

and kept striking his head with a
reed and spitting upon him. They
knelt before him in homage. And
when they had mocked him, they
stripped him of the purple cloak,
dressed him in his own clothes,
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and led him out to crucify him.
They pressed into service a passer
-by, Simon, a Cyrenian, who was
coming in from the country, the
father of Alexander and Rufus,

to carry his cross.

They brought him to the place of
Golgotha— which is translated
Place of the Skull —, They gave him
wine drugged with myrrh, but he
did not take it. Then they crucified
him and divided his garments by
casting lots for them to see what
each should take. It was nine
o’clock in the morning when they
crucified him. The inscription of
the charge against him read, “The
King of the Jews.” With him they
crucified two revolutionaries, one
on his right and one on his left.
Those passing by reviled him,
shaking their heads and saying,
“Aha! You who would destroy
the temple and rebuild it in
three days, save yourself by
coming down from the cross.”
Likewise the chief priests, with the
scribes, mocked him among them-
selves and saids
“He saved others; he cannot
save himself. Let the Christ,
the King of Israel, come down
now from the cross that we
may see and believe.”

Those who were crucified with
him also kept abusing him.

At noon darkness came over the
whole land until three in the af-
ternoon. And at three o’clock Je-
sus cried out in a loud voice,
“Eloi, Eloi, lema sabachthani?”
which is translated,

“My God, my God, why have you
forsaken me?”

Some of the bystanders who heard
it said,

“Look, he is calling Elijah.”
One of them ran, soaked a sponge
with wine, put it on a reed

and gave it to him to drink saying,
“Wait, let us see if Elijah comes to
take him down.”

Jesus gave a loud cry and breathed
his last.

Here all kneel and pause for a
short time.

The veil of the sanctuary was torn
in two from top to bottom.
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When the centurion who stood
facing him saw how he breathed
his last he said,

“Truly this man was the Son of
God!”

There were also women looking
on from a distance. Among them
were Mary Magdalene, Mary the
mother of the younger James and
of Joses, and Salome. These
women had followed him when
he was in Galilee

and ministered to him. There
were also many other women
who had come up with him to Je-
rusalem.

When it was already evening, since
it was the day of preparation, the
day before the sabbath, Joseph of
Arimathea, a distinguished mem-
ber of the council, who was himself
awaiting the kingdom of God,
came and courageously went to
Pilate and asked for the body of
Jesus.

Pilate was amazed that he was al-
ready dead.

He summoned the centurion

and asked him if Jesus had already
died. And when he learned of it
from the centurion, he gave the
body to Joseph. Having bought a
linen cloth, he took him down,
wrapped him in the linen cloth,
and laid him in a tomb that had
been hewn out of the rock. Then he
rolled a stone against the entrance
to the tomb. Mary Magdalene and
Mary the mother of Joses watched
where he was laid.

Evangelio MC 14:1-15:47
Faltaban dos dias para la fiesta de
Pascua y de los panes Azimos.

Los sumos sacerdotes y los
escribas andaban buscando una
manera de apresar a Jesus a trai-
cion y darle muerte, pero decian:
“No durante las fiestas, porque el
pueblo podria amotinarse”.

Estando Jests sentado a la mesa,
en casa de Simon el leproso, en
Betania, lleg6 una mujer con un
frasco de perfume muy caro, de
nardo puro; quebro el frasco y
derramo el perfume en la cabeza
de Jesus. Algunos comentaron
indignados: “¢A qué viene este
derroche de perfume? Podia ha-
berse vendido por mas de tres-
cientos denarios para darselos a
los pobres”. Y criticaban a la mu-
jer; pero Jesus replico: “Déjenla.
¢Por qué la molestan? Lo que ha
hecho conmigo esta bien, porque
a los pobres los tienen siempre
con ustedes y pueden socorrerlos
cuando quieran; pero a mi no me
tendran siempre. Ella ha hecho lo
que podia. Se ha adelantado a
embalsamar mi cuerpo para la
sepultura. Yo les aseguro que en
cualquier parte del mundo donde
se predique el Evangelio, se re-
cordara también en su honor lo
que ella ha hecho conmigo”.

Judas Iscariote, uno de los Doce,
se presento a los sumos sacer-
dotes para entregarles a Jesus. Al
oirlo, se alegraron y le
prometieron dinero; y él andaba
buscando una buena ocasién para
entregarlo.

El primer dia de la fiesta de los
panes Azimos, cuando se sacrifi-
caba el cordero pascual, le

preguntaron a Jesus sus discipu-
los: “¢éDonde quieres que vaya-
mos a prepararte la cena de Pas-
cua?” El les dijo a dos de ellos:
“Vayan a la ciudad. Encontraran
a un hombre que lleva un can-
taro de agua; siganlo y diganle al
duefio de la casa en donde entre:
‘El Maestro manda preguntar:
¢Dénde esta la habitacién en que
voy a comer la Pascua con mis
discipulos?’ El les ensefiard una
sala en el segundo piso, arregla-
da con divanes. Preparennos alli
la cena”. Los discipulos se
fueron, llegaron a la ciudad, en-
contraron lo que Jesus les habia
dicho y prepararon la cena de
Pascua.

Al atardecer, lleg6 Jests con los
Doce. Estando a la mesa, cenan-
do, les dijo: “Yo les aseguro que
uno de ustedes, uno que esta
comiendo conmigo, me va a en-
tregar”. Ellos, consternados, em-
pezaron a preguntarle uno tras
otro: “¢Soy yo?” El respondio:
“Uno de los Doce; alguien que
moja su pan en el mismo plato
que yo. El Hijo del hombre va a
morir, como esta escrito: pero,
iay del que va a entregar al Hijo
del hombre! iMés le valiera no
haber nacido!”

Mientras cenaban, Jestas tomo
un pan, pronunci6 la bendicion,
lo parti6 y se lo dio a sus discipu-
los, diciendo: “Tomen: esto es mi
cuerpo”. Y tomando en sus
manos una copa de vino, pro-
nuncié la accion de gracias, se la
dio, todos bebieron y les dijo:
“Esta es mi sangre, sangre de la
alianza, que se derrama por to-
dos. Yo les aseguro que no
volveré a beber del fruto de la
vid hasta el dia en que beba el
vino nuevo en el Reino de Dios”.

Después de cantar el himno, sa-
lieron hacia el monte de los
Olivos y Jesus les dijo: “Todos
ustedes se van a escandalizar por
mi causa, como esta escri-

to: Heriré al pastor y se disper-
saran las ovejas; pero cuando
resucite, iré por delante de
ustedes a Galilea”. Pedro replico:
“Aunque todos se escandalicen,
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Jests le contesto: “Yo te aseguro
que hoy, esta misma noche, an-
tes de que el gallo cante dos
veces, td me negaras tres”. Pero
él insistia: “Aunque tenga que
morir contigo, no te negaré”. Y
los demés decian lo mismo.
Fueron luego a un huerto,
llamado Getsemani, y Jesus dijo
a sus discipulos: “Siéntense aqui
mientras hago oracion”. Se llevo
a Pedro, a Santiago y a Juan,;
empezo6 a sentir terror y an-
gustia, y les dijo: “Tengo el alma
llena de una tristeza mortal.
Quédense aqui, velando”. Se a-
delanto6 un poco, se postro en
tierra y pedia que, si era posible,
se alejara de él aquella hora.
Decia: “Padre, ti lo puedes todo:
aparta de mi este caliz. Pero que
no se haga lo que yo quiero, sino
lo que ta quieres”.

Volvi6 a donde estaban los
discipulos, y al encontrarlos dor-
midos, dijo a Pedro: “Simon,
¢estas dormido? éNo has podido
velar ni una hora? Velen y oren,
para que no caigan en la
tentacidon. El espiritu esta pron-
to, pero la carne es débil”. De
nuevo se retird y se puso a orar,
repitiendo las mismas palabras.
Volvi6 y otra vez los encontré
dormidos, porque tenian los ojos
cargados de suefo; por eso no
sabian qué contestarle. El les
dijo: “Ya pueden dormir y
descansar. iBasta! Ha llegado la
hora. Miren que el Hijo del hom-
bre va a ser entregado en manos
de los pecadores. iLevantense!
iVamos! Ya esta cerca el trai-
dor”.

Todavia estaba hablando, cuan-
do se present6 Judas, uno de los
Doce, y con él, gente con espadas
y palos, enviada por los sacer-
dotes, los escribas y los ancia-
nos. El traidor les habia dado
una contrasena, diciéndoles: “Al
que yo bese, ése es. Deténganlo y
llévenselo bien sujeto”. Llego, se
acerco y le dijo: “Maestro”. Y lo
besé. Ellos le echaron mano y lo
apresaron. Pero uno de los
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presentes desenvainé la espada y
de un golpe le cort6 la oreja a un
criado del sumo sacerdote. Jests
tomo la palabra y les dijo:
“¢Salieron ustedes a apresarme
con espadas y palos, como si se
tratara de un bandido? Todos los
dias he estado entre ustedes,
ensefiando en el templo y no me
han apresado. Pero asi tenia que
ser para que se cumplieran las Es-
crituras”. Todos lo abandonaron y
huyeron. Lo iba siguiendo un
muchacho, envuelto nada mas con
una sabana y lo detuvieron; pero
él solto la sdbana y se les escap6
desnudo.

Condujeron a Jesus a casa del su-
mo sacerdote y se reunieron todos
los pontifices, los escribas y los
ancianos. Pedro lo fue siguiendo
de lejos, hasta el interior del patio
del sumo sacerdote y se sent6 con
los criados, cerca de la lumbre,
para calentarse.

Los sumos sacerdotes y el
sanedrin en pleno, buscaban una
acusacion contra Jesas para con-
denarlo a muerte y no la encontra-
ban. Pues, aunque muchos pre-
sentaban falsas acusaciones con-
tra él, los testimonios no concor-
daban. Hubo unos que se pusieron
de pie y dijeron: “Nosotros lo
hemos oido decir: ‘Yo destruiré
este templo, edificado por hom-
bres, y en tres dias construiré o-
tro, no edificado por hombres’ ”.
Pero ni aun en esto concordaba su
testimonio. Entonces el sumo sa-
cerdote se puso de pie y le pregun-
t6 a Jesus: “¢No tienes nada que
responder a todas esas
acusaciones?” Pero €l no le res-
pondi6é nada. El sumo sacerdote le
volvio6 a preguntar: “¢Eres ta el
Mesias, el Hijo de Dios bendito?”
Jesus contest6: “Silo soy. Y un dia
veran como el Hijo del hombre
esta sentado a la derecha del
Todopoderoso y como viene entre
las nubes del cielo”. El sumo sa-
cerdote se rasgo las vestiduras ex-
clamando: “¢Qué falta hacen ya
mas testigos? Ustedes mismos
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han oido la blasfemia. éQué les
parece?” Y todos lo declararon
reo de muerte. Algunos se
pusieron a escupirle, y tapan-
dole la cara, lo abofeteaban y le
decian: “Adivina quién fue”, y
los criados también le daban de
bofetadas.

Mientras tanto, Pedro estaba
abajo, en el patio. Llegd una
criada del sumo sacerdote, y al
ver a Pedro calentandose, lo mi-
r6 fijamente y le dijo: “Ta
también andabas con Jesus
Nazareno”. El lo negd, diciendo:
“Ni sé ni entiendo lo que quieres
decir”. Sali6 afuera hacia el
zaguan, y un gallo cant6. La
criada, al verlo, se puso de nue-
vo a decir a los presentes: “Ese
es uno de ellos”. Pero él lo vol-
vi6 a negar. Al poco rato,
también los presentes dijeron a
Pedro: “Claro que eres uno de
ellos, pues eres galileo”. Pero él
se puso a echar maldiciones y a
jurar: “No conozco a ese hom-
bre del que hablan”. En seguida
canto el gallo por segunda vez.
Pedro se acord6 entonces de las
palabras que le habia dicho
Jesus: ‘Antes de que el gallo
cante dos veces, ti me habras
negado tres’, y rompio a llorar.

Luego que amanecio, se re-
unieron los sumos sacerdotes
con los ancianos, los escribas y
el sanedrin en pleno, para deli-
berar. Ataron a Jesus, se lo
llevaron y lo entregaron a Pila-
to. Este le preguntd; “¢Eres tu el
rey de los judios?” El respondio:
“Si lo soy”. Los sumos sacer-
dotes lo acusaban de muchas
cosas. Pilato le pregunt6 de nue-
vo: “¢No contestas nada? Mira
de cuéntas cosas te acusan”.
Jesus ya no le contest6 nada, de
modo que Pilato estaba muy ex-
tranado.

Durante la fiesta de Pascua, Pi-
lato solia soltarles al preso que
ellos pidieran. Estaba entonces
en la carcel un tal Barrabas, con
los revoltosos que habian co-
metido un homicidio en un
motin. Vino la gente y empez6 a
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pedir el indulto de costumbre.
Pilato les dijo: “¢Quieren que les
suelte al rey de los judios?”
Porque sabia que los sumos sa-
cerdotes se lo habian entregado
por envidia. Pero los sumos sa-
cerdotes incitaron a la gente pa-
ra que pidieran la libertad de
Barrabas. Pilato les volvio a
preguntar: “¢Y qué voy a hacer
con el que llaman rey de los ju-
dios?” Ellos gritaron:
“iCrucificalo!” Pilato les dijo:
“Pues équé mal ha hecho?” Ellos
gritaron mas fuerte:
“iCrucificalo!” Pilato, queriendo
dar gusto a la multitud, les solto6
a Barrabas; y a Jesus, después
de mandarlo azotar, lo entregd
para que lo crucificaran.

Los soldados se lo llevaron al
interior del palacio, al pretorio,
y reunieron a todo el batallon.
Lo vistieron con un manto de
color purpura, le pusieron una
corona de espinas que habian
trenzado y comenzaron a bur-
larse de él, dirigiéndole este
saludo: “iViva el rey de los ju-
dios!” Le golpeaban la cabeza
con una cana, le escupian y, do-
blando las rodillas, se postraban
ante él. Terminadas las burlas,
le quitaron aquel manto de color
purpura, le pusieron su ropay lo
sacaron para crucificarlo.

Entonces forzaron a cargar la
cruz a un individuo que pasaba
por ahi de regreso del campo,
Simon de Cirene, padre de
Alejandro y de Rufo, y llevaron a
Jesus al Golgota (que quiere de-
cir “lugar de la Calavera”). Le
ofrecieron vino con mirra, pero
él no lo acept6. Lo crucificaron y
se repartieron sus ropas, echan-
do suertes para ver qué le tocaba
a cada uno.

Era media mafana cuando lo
crucificaron. En el letrero de la
acusacion estaba escrito: “El rey
de los judios”. Crucificaron con
él a dos bandidos, uno a su
derecha y otro a su izquierda.
Asi se cumpli6 la Escritura que
dice: Fue contado entre los mal-
hechores.

Los que pasaban por ahi lo
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injuriaban meneando la cabeza y
gritandole: “iAnda! Tt que
destruias el templo y lo recons-
truias en tres dias, salvate a ti
mismo y baja de la cruz”. Los su-
mos sacerdotes se burlaban
también de él y le decian: “Ha sal-
vado a otros, pero a si mismo no
se puede salvar. Que el Mesias, el
rey de Israel, baje ahora de la
cruz, para que lo veamos y
creamos”. Hasta los que estaban
crucificados con él también lo in-
sultaban.

Al llegar el mediodia, toda aquella
tierra se quedd en tinieblas hasta
las tres de la tarde. Y a las tres,
Jestus gritd con voz potente: “Eloi,
Eloi, (lema sabactani?” (que sig-
nifica: Dios mio, Dios mio, ¢por
qué me has abandonado?). Al-
gunos de los presentes, al oirlo,
decian: “Miren, esta llamando a
Elias”. Uno corri6 a empapar una
esponja en vinagre, la sujet6 a un
carrizo y se la acerco para que
bebiera, diciendo: “Vamos a ver si
viene Elias a bajarlo”. Pero Jests,
dando un fuerte grito, expiro.

Aqui todos se arrodillan y
guardan silencio por unos
instantes.

Entonces el velo del templo se
rasgo en dos, de arriba a abajo. El
oficial romano que estaba frente a
Jests, al ver como habia expirado,
dijo: “De veras este hombre era
Hijo de Dios”.

Habia también ahi unas mujeres
que estaban mirando todo desde
lejos; entre ellas, Maria Magdale-
na, Maria (la madre de Santiago el
menor y de José) y Salomé, que
cuando Jesus estaba en Galilea, lo
seguian para atenderlo; y ademas
de ellas, otras muchas que habian
venido con él a Jerusalén.

Al anochecer, como era el dia de la
preparacion, vispera del sabado,
vino José de Arimatea, miembro
distinguido del sanedrin, que
también esperaba el Reino de
Dios. Se presento6 con valor ante
Pilato y le pidi6 el cuerpo de
Jesus. Pilato se extrafié de que ya
hubiera muerto, y llamando al

oficial, le pregunto si hacia mu-
cho tiempo que habia muerto. In-
formado por el oficial, concedi6 el
cadaver a José. Este compro6 una
sabana, bajo el cadaver, lo en-
volvi6 en la sdbana y lo puso en
un sepulcro excavado en una roca
y tapo6 con una piedra la entrada
del sepulcro. Maria Magdalena y
Maria, la madre de José, se fi-
jaron en dénde lo ponian.
